Graduation Requirements

Grandview High Sc hool students must complete an academic program that includes
required core and elective classes before they may graduate. This academic program is
designed for four years of study. The program includes 4 years of English; 4 years of
Bible; 3 years of Math, Science, and Social Studies; 1 year of Physical Education and 1
semester of H ealth and Speech. In addition,a  minimum of 12 elective semesters are
required.

During the 2006 - 2007 school year, the drop out rate was zero percent (0%).
